(2) This bachelor elective in Japan Studies for CBS-students can only be taken by students enrolled
at the BSc in Business, Asian Language and Culture - International Business in Asia at Copenhagen
Business School.

The bachelor courses in Japan Studies for CBS-students fall under the auspices of the study board
for Cross-Cultural and Regional Studies and the body of external examiners for Global Languages
and Area Studies.
